* No staging of Honda pipes

* All novice cars must have a second kill switch       

   mount on left rear side of halo.

* Helmets must be a SA 2000, SFI24.1,       

   CMR2007 or higher.

* All Drivers that race in an alcohol class must    

    have a fire retardant head sock. 

* It is recommended that the fuel line venting     

   not only comply with the present ruling of    

   “must be vented below the belly pan”, but 
    also be vented to the rear of the car, such as   

    behind the rear axle. This will also help if                              

     your car is lifted or tipped to perform work.
